Small Game Hunting Season
Dates and Limits for 2016

Rabbits

Season: Cottontail rabbits and varying
(or snowshoe) hare can be hunted from
Sept. 15 to March 31, 2017, statewide.
The daily bag limit is five in combina-
tion with a possession limit of 10.

Squirrels

Season: Sept. 15 to March 1, 2017.
The daily bag limit is five per day with
10 in possession.

Ruffed grouse

Season: Sept. 15-Nov. 14 and Dec. 1-
Jan. 1, 2017, statewide. The bag limit
is five per dqy/l in_possession in the
rforth&rn tRo-thir srh)fethe &t teu( ofe
1 and 2), and three per day/six in pos-
session in Zone 3 (southern Michigan).

Woodcock

Season: Sept. 24 to Nov. 7 statewide.
The daily bag limit is three with a pos-
session limit of six.

Sharp-tailed grouse

Season: Oct. 10-31 in the eastern Up-
per Peninsula, east of M-129 and east
of I-75 north of M-48. The limit is two
daily, with four in possession; six per
season.

Pheasants

Season: Oct. 10-31 in the Upper Penin-
sula in Menominee County and por-
tions of Iron, Marquette, Dickinson and
Delta counties, Oct. 20-Nov. 14 in the
Lower Peninsula; and Dec. 1-Jan. 1,
2017 in selected areas of Zone 3
(southern Michigan). The limit is two
cocks daily, with four in possession.

DNR Fishing Report
étl. JpsephﬁNQtl'Ier has ar@erred fishing

and few boats were able to get out. Perch fish-
ing was very slow and pier fishing was slow.
St. Joseph River: Those trolling have caught
a few salmon on spoons.
South Haven: Very few boats were able to fish
due to the poor weather. Pier fishing was very
slow. Pressure was also very low. Perch fish-
ing was very slow.
Kalamazoo River: Night anglers caught cat-
fish on crawlers and cut bait near Comstock.
Salmon have moved closer to the river mouth
as fish were caught out in 40 to 80 feet. A fair
number of steelhead were caught off the
mouth of Swan Creek when using crawlers
under a bobber or drifting yarn on the bottom.
Black River: There is a few salmon being
caught by anglers trolling spoons.
Grand Haven: Boat anglers found trout and
sdlindh % to 100 feet down in 80 to 180 feet
with orange, blue and green spoons as well as
white or green flies. Pier anglers caught coho

Muskegon: When the weather allows, trout
and salmon were caught by boat anglers fish-
ing 45 to 100 feet down in 100 to 200 feet with
orange or green spoons.
Whitehall: Boat anglers caught salmon 30 to
70 feet down in 70 to 140 feet. Pier anglers
also caught a few salmon when casting glow
spoons or jigs.
White Lake: Bluegill and perch fishing was
good in 15 to 25 feet near the drop-offs. Try
fishing near the bottom using wax worms or
red worms.
White River: Chinook are starting to make their
way up into the river and were entering
Oceana County at Skeels Road.
